SUOMEKSI:
Marthan raportista (viisi kuvaa litteena):

"Viimeinen ruoanjako tapahtui 8. helmikuuta. Seuraavat ruokatarvikkeet ostettiin ruokintaa varten:

Unimix puurojauho pikkulapsille: 275kg
Papuja: 270kg

Riisia: 200kg

Maissijauhoa: 1200kg

Paistinrasvaa: 240 purkkia a 500g
Saippuaa: 75 pitkaa tankoa a 700g

Ruoka jaettiin 223:lle perheelle. Heista 43 oli vammaisia, 45 projektimme suoja- ja rehabilitaatiokeskuksen
lasten vanhempia, ja loput muista yhteisoista ja kylista Kiberassa.

Ruoka-avun vastaanottajat ovat ilmaisseet vilpittdman kiitoksensa tuesta, jota ovat saaneet tdhan asti.
Monet heista kertovat, ettei heilld ollut yhtdan ruokaa jaljella, jolla jatkaa eteempain ja yrittda kerata
eldmansa palaset kasaan. Monet menettivat kotinsa ja elinkeinonsa. On vaikeaa suunnitella elamaa
eteempain nalkaisena.

KenttavisiittilAmme tapasimme perheen, jonka koti kaikkine tavaroineen poltettiin. Heidan lapsiensa
koulupuvut myds paloivat. Perhettd asuttaa nyt ystavéperhe yhden huoneen talossaan. Tytté on
kahdeksannella luokalla (primary koulun viimeinen luokka) ja poika on seitseméannell, joten he ovat
tarkedssa vaiheessa koulunkayntidan. Eijan ja Agnesin paatbtksella kaytimme 4000Ksh lahjoituksesta uusien
koulupukujen ostoon, jotta lapset paédsevat jatkamaan koulua. He ovat nyt koulussa ja kiitollisia.

Kiberassa oli valtava ongelma kun alue jakaantui heimoittain. Kirjaimellisesti siella oli alueita, joiden 1api tietyt
heimot eivat saaneet kulkea. Kun Drug Fighters ja pakalliset virkamiehet keskustelivat miten tilanne
saataisiin muuttumaan, ehdotimme rauhankokouksen jarjestamista. Kokous jarjestettiin 16. helmikuuta
Anderson Hallissa Mbagathi sairaalalla, samassa paikassa, josta olemme jakaneet ruoka-avun. Siihen
osallistui noin 100 ihmista edustaen Kiberan kaikkia kylid ja heimoja. Se oli my6s edustava siind mielessa,
ettd osallistujissa oli nuoria, keski-ikaisid ja vanhoja. Keskustelut olivat hedelmalliset, silla heimorajat, jotka
syntyivat polittisten ongelmien aikana, ovat nyt murtuneet. lhmiset voivat nyt kulkea paikasta toiseen Kiberan
sisalla. Safaricom (matkapuhelinoperaattori) juhlisti rauhankokousta lahjoittamalla T-paitoja joihin oli painettu
yhtendisyytta kannattavia iskulauseita.

Tama oli Lianan osalta viimeinen ruokahatdapu Kiberaan. Toivottavasti huutava avuntarve on vahentyméassa
kun eldma palaa vahitellen normaaliksi. Noin 130 euroa on vield k&yttdmatta ja raportoin siitd sitten kun
kuulen Drug Fighterseilta."

IN ENGLISH:

From Martha's report (five photos attached):

"The last feeding was done on the 8" Feb. The following items were purchased for the feeding:

Unimix porridge flour for children: 275kg
Beans: 270kg

Rice: 200kg

Maize flour: 1200kg

Cooking oil: 240 jars of 500g

Soap: 75 long bars of 700g

This food fed a group of 223 families. Among the two hundred and twenty three families fed, forty three were
disabled, forty five were our parents (of the affected children from our rescue and rehabilitation centre) and
the rest were community members from the different villages and ethnic communities in Kibera.

The community members have been expressing their sincere appreciation for the support they have
received this far. Many of them have reported that they didn’t have any food to keep them going as they try
to put up the pieces of their lives together. Many lost their homes and livelihoods. It’'s not possible to think of
a way forward when you are hungry.

In our field visit, we met this family whose house and everything was burnt down, the children are young and
in school and their uniforms were burnt down. We visited where the family is being hosted by a friend in thier
one-room house. The girl is in class eight; the boy is in class seven and they are at a very crucial stage in
their education. As agreed by Eija and Agnes, we used 4000Ksh to purchase their uniforms to enable them
resume school as they wait for their parents to settle down. The children resumed school and they are truly
grateful.

There was a huge crisis in Kibera of tribal segregation. Literally, there were areas that certain ethnic
communities were not supposed to cross. When Drug Fighters sat down with the local administrators to
discuss the way forward to silencing this tribal segregation, a peace workshop was proposed as an avenue
to bring together difference tribes. The workshop was held on the 16" of February 2008, it was held at
Anderson Hall inside Mbagathi Hospital, the same venue we do give aid from. It had a hundred participants
representing all the villages of Kibera and all the ethnic tribes. The workshop was also well represented in
terms of age groups; we had youths, middle aged and elderly people. The discussion was fruitful because
the tribal boundaries that had been set during the political unrest have been broken. Now people can move
from one place to another within Kibera without the challenge of tribal segregation. Safaricom graced the
workshop by donating printed T-shirts with messages promoting unity (photo).

This was our last contribution to the relief work in Kibera. Hopefully the immediate food need there is
decreasing as life continues to go back towards normal. About 130euros remained unused and as | hear
from the Drug Fighters how that was used, | will report to you again.”
